The Board of Directors held their regularly scheduled Board Meeting at the Doney Park Water office at 5290 E Northgate Loop.  President Jim Timney called the meeting to order at 9:01 a.m.
The first agenda item was Roll Call of Directors / Affirmation of Quorum – Director’s present affirmed a quorum. 
Next on the agenda was Call to the Public – Member Ben Stuart wished to speak with the board regarding the split of his property. Mr. Stuart was unsure why he owed a development fee for connecting his existing meter to the new parcel #113-02-006B and house placed on this parcel. The board and management explained that Tariff 12 states that the fee is required for each structure, lot, or parcel. Mr. Stuarts original 5acre parcel had predated the Tariff and was never assessed the fee but now that the parcel was split and a new structure placed on it and Mr. Stuart desired water service, the fee was due. Mr. Stuart agreed that he would pay the fee. DPW has been working with Mr. Stuart since September 2020. Additional notes regarding the issue are in DPW account and plant files. During the discussion Mr. Stuart asked, “who the doctor was in the house.” This is noted in the minutes at the request of the Director that is a retired physician. Mr. Stuart has made other comments to staff that indicate he has pursued information about staff and Directors such as their home address and other information.
The Board reviewed the Consent Agenda –

a. Approval of the April 2021 Board Meeting Minutes - All Directors present reviewed the April Board Meeting Minutes.  Two corrections were requested by the board. 1. Director Wasson’s name was misspelled. 2. Director Peat was shown as attending the meeting through zoom but was present in person. Director Wasson made a motion to approve the Minutes with the corrections, Director Sullivan seconded the motion, all were in favor, and the motion passed.
b. Financial Statements – All Directors present reviewed the April 2021 financials. Director Lehman made a motion to approve the Financials, Director Peat seconded the motion, all were in favor, and the motion passed.
Next on the agenda was the Current Events, Reports and Correspondence.
a. Manager’s Report – All Directors present reviewed the Manager’s Report. 
b. Office Report - All Directors present reviewed the Office Report.
c. Operations Report – All Directors present reviewed the Operations Report.
The next agenda item was New Business/Action Items –  
a. Approval of the contract for Managed IT Services from Sunstate Technology Group. Director Wasson made a motion to approve the contract, Director Peat seconded the motion, all were in favor, and the motion passed.
b. Loren Cunningham, CPA, presentation of 2020 Audit. Mr. Cunningham reported that the audit was completed on time. Management recommendations were presented and explained, and the audit was reviewed. Director Lehman made a motion to approve the audit, Director Wasson seconded the motion, all were in favor, and the motion passed.
The last agenda item was Director Comments – 


Director Timney asked about the Koch Field Well and Marc reported that old video inspection records show that approximately 165 feet of perforated casing was installed far above the static water level when the well was constructed. The perforations need to be plugged to prevent other water sources from reaching the aquifer. The current bid received for the repair is $169,905. The directors requested that Marc contact the contractor and inquire if it was possible to accept the bid but schedule the work for the fall of 2021.
Director Sullivan made a motion to adjourn, Director Wasson seconded the motion, all were in favor, and the motion was passed.  The meeting adjourned at 11:25 a.m.
